”Cameraria ohridella and other invasive leaf-miners in Europe”

which will be held in Prague, Czech Republic

from 24 to 26 March 2004

The symposium is organized within the framework of the EU project CONTROCAM, a multidisciplinary research project aimed at the control of the horse chestnut leaf miner, Cameraria ohridella, a moth of unknown origin which has spread recently over vast areas of Europe, causing severe damage to horse chestnut trees, Aesculus hippocastanum, both in urban areas and in natural stands (see www.cameraria.de for more details).
In recent years, many independent groups initiated research programmes on various aspects of the biology, ecology, impact and control of the horse chestnut leaf miner in Europe. The objective of this symposium is to evaluate the current state of the art of research on C. ohridella, to estimate the needs for future research and to build up new collaborations. 

Beside C. ohridella, other exotic leaf miners recently invaded Europe and became pests of trees, shrubs and orchards, e.g. Phyllonorycter platani on Platanus, Phyllonorycter robiniella and Parectopa robiniella on Robinia, Argyresthia thuiella on Thuja and Chamaecyparis, and the citrus leaf miner, Phyllocnistis citrella. All these invasive species share similar characteristics. Therefore, presentations on these leaf miners are strongly encouraged.

The symposium will cover all possible topics related to C. ohridella and other exotic leaf miners in Europe, such as:

· Biology and ecology 

· Impact on host trees, and on urban and natural ecosystems

· Natural enemies and other mortality factors 

· Biological, mechanical and chemical control

· Monitoring

· Spread

How to get to your hotel

From the airport

How to get to the IOCB 

from the airport: by public transportation

bus No. 119 starts its way in front of the airport arrival hall. This bus goes from the airport up to metro station "Dejvická" (bus terminal station) which is about 10 minutes walking from the IOCB (click for plan of the area). It takes about 15-20 minutes to get from the airport do Dejvica metro station. Yyou need a ticket (tickets for all public transportation (bus, tram, metro, cabin) are the same, are sold in Metro stations and tobacconists. You can buy it for a bit higher price directly in the bus or tram. There are two ticket types – transfer ticket for 12 crowns, valid for 1 hr in trams, buses, and Metro, allowing to change, and single ticket for 8 Kč, valid for 15 min on trams and buses, not allowing  to change, valid on Metro for single, max. 4 stations drive. Hotel Diplomat, Masarykova college are in walking distance from Dejvicka metro station. You can also walk to Hotel Crowne Plaza, but it is better to take a tram (No. 25, 20) to the end station (the 2nd stop). You need to take a bus 147 (5 stops) to get to Hotel Wienna. 

By a taxi 

It might be adventurous to take a taxi. Some next advice may be useful for you:  Make an agreement with the driver about the price before you enter a taxi. The basic rate is about 30 Kč (i.e. if you enter taxi you pay 30 Kč at any case). One kilometer is about 26 Kč. Both these rates should be written on the doors of the taxi-car. Exceptions are "airport-taxis" (usually Volkswagen with an advertisement "VISA" on the door) which have different prices. There is a possibility to go also by "minibus" in which you pay about 360 Kč for 1 to 4 persons and 720 for 5-8 persons to any hotel in Prague, i.e. also to IOCB. At any case make sure in advance how much you will pay after you reach your destination and exactly in which currency.

from the Main Railway Station or the railway station Prague-Holešovice: 

Take a metro (line C), change at "Museum" to line A and continue up to the end station "Dejvická".
